Separate the bracket and canopy. Continue to install the
bracket in the desired position, with suitable screws and
plugs for the wall type.

Attach the cord to the terminals inside the canopy.
Blue wire is minus (N) and brown wire is live/plus
(L). If you are using a grounded cord, attach the
grounded wire in the middle hole.

Reattach the canopy to the bracket.

Attention: Always consult a proffesional if you are
not experienced in connecting wires to terminals.

Use the hex key to fasten the canopy to the wall
bracket.

Align the magnets on the shade with the magnetic
fittings on the canopy. Note that magnet polarity
will prevent wrongful assembly.

Flip switch to turn on/off
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
